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AN ORDINANCB SETTING FORTH UNIFORM REQUIFCEMENTS FOR DIRECT 
AND INDIRECT CONTRIBUTORS INTO T m  WASTEWATER COLLECTION 
SYSTEM AND THE WASmWATER TREATMENT SYSTEM FOR THE CITY OF 
CONWAY, ARKANSAS AND FOR O T W  PURPOSES. 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY OF CONWAY, ARKANSAS THAT: 

SECTION 1 - GENGJtuL PROVISIONS 

This ordinance sets forth uniform requirements for direct 

and indirect contributors into the wastewater collection and 

treatment systems of the City of Conway, Arkansas and enables the 

City to comply with all applicable State and Federal laws required 

by the Clean Water Act of 1977 (Public Law 95-217) and the General 

Pretreatment Regulations (40 CFR, Part 403).

The objectives of this ordinance are: 

(a) To prevent the introduction of pollutants into the City's 
wastewater system which will interfere with the operation 
of the system or contaminate the resulting sludge; 

(b) To prevent the introduction of pollutants in-to the City's 
wastewater system which will pass through the system, in- 
adequately treated, into the receiving waters, the atmos- 
phere or otherwise be incompatible with the system; 

To improve the opportunity to recycle and reclaim wastewaters 
and sludges from the system; and 

(c) 

(d.) To provide for the equitable distribution of the cost of the 
city wastewater system. 

This ordinance provides for the regulation of direct and 

indirect contributors to the city wastewater system through the 

issuance of permits to non-domestic users and through the enforce- 

ment of general requirements for the other users; authorizes moni- 

toring and enforcement activities; requires user importing; 

assumes that existing customers capacity will not be preempted; 

and provides for the setting of fees for the equikable distribu- 

tion of costs resulting from the program established herein. 

This ordinance shall apply to all contribul;ors to the 

wastewater system of the City of Conway, Arkansas. 

This ordinance is a supplement to City Ordinance No. A-566, 

as amended. 

Except as otherwise provided herein, the Manager of the 

Conway Corporation, the operator of the City's Wastewater systems, 



shall administer, implement, and enforce the provisions of this

SECTION 2 - REGULATIONS 
2.1 Discharge P r O m  

No User shall contribute or cause to be contributed, di- 

rectly or indirectly, any pollutant or wastewater which will in- 

terfere with the operation or performance of the POTW. These 

General Prohibitions apply to all such users of a I?OTW whether or 

not the user is subject to National Categorical Pretreatment 

Standards or any other national, state or local pretreatment 

standards or requirements. A user may not contribute the follow- 

ing substances to any POTW: 

(a) Any liquids, solids or gases which by reason of their 
nature or quantity are, or may be, sufficient either alone 
or by interaction with other substances to cause fire or 
explosion or be injurious in any other way to the POTW or 
to the operation of the POTW. Prohibited materials in- 
clude but are not limited to: gasoline, kerosene, naptha, 
benzene, toluene, xylene, eithers, alcohols, ketones, al- 
dehydes, peroxides , chlorates, perchlorates , bromates , 
carbides, hydrides and sulfides and any other substances 
which the City, the State or IWA has notified the User is 
a fire hazard or a hazard to the system. 

(b) Solid or viscuous substances which may cause obstruc- 
tion to the flow in a sewer or other interference with the 
operation of the wastewater treatment facilities, such as, 
but not limited to: grease, garbage with particles great- 
er than one-half inch (1/2") In any dimension, animal guts 
or tissues, paunch manure, bones, hair, hides or flesh- 
ings, entrails, whole blood, feathers, aslhes, cinders, 
sand, spent lime, stone or marble dust, metal, glass, 
straw, shavings, grass clippings, rags, spent grains, 
spent hops, waste paper, wood, plastics, lgas, tar, as- 
phalt residues, residues from refining, or processing of 
fuel or lubricating oil, mud, or glass grinding or polish- 
ing wastes.

In no case, shall 
a substance discharged to the POTW cause the POW to be in 
non-compliance with sludge use or disposal criteyia, 
aidelines or regulations developed under Section 405 of 

* %he Act; any criteria, guidelines, or regulations affect- 
ing sludge use or disposal developed pursuant to the Solid 
Wastes Disposal Act, the Clean Air Act, the Toxic Sub- 
stances Control Act, or State criteria applicable to the 
sludge management method being used. 

(g) Any substance which will cause the POTW to violate 
its NPDES and/or State Disposal System Permit or the re- 
ceiving water quality standards.

In no case shall a slug 
load have a flow rate or contain concentration or quali- 
ties of pollutants that exceed for any time period longer 
than fifteen (15) minutes more than five (5) times the av- 
erage twenty-four (24) hour concentration, quantities, or 
flow during normal operation. 

( 9 )  Any wastewater containing any radioactive wastes or 
isotopes of such halflife or concentratioin as may exceed 
limits established by the Manager in comp.liance with 
applicable State or Federal regulations. 

(1) Any wastewater which causes a hazard to human life or 
creates a public nuisance. 

(m) b y  wastewater which is prohibited by Article 6 of 
City Ordinance No. A-566 (City Sewer Use Ordinance) as 
amended. 

When the Manager determines that a User is contributing to the

POW any of the above enumerated substances in such amounts as to 

interfere with the operation of the l?OTW, the Manager shall: (1) 

Advise the User of the impact of the contribution on the POW; and 

(2) Develop effluent limitations for such User to1 correct the 

interference with the P O T W .  

2.2 Fedaral Catggoricd Pretreatment S t m  

Upon the promulgation of the Federal Categorical 

Pretreatment Standards for a particular industrial subcategory, 

the Federal Standard, if more stringent than limitations imposed 

under this Ordinance for sources in that subcategory, shall 

immediately supersede the limitations imposed under this 

Ordinance. The Manager shall notify all affected Users of the 

applicable reporting requirements under 40 CFR, Section 403.12. 

2.3 State Reu-menta 

' State requirements and limitations on discharges shall 

apply in any case where they are more stringent than Federal re- 

quirements and limitations or those in this ordinance. 

The City reserves the right to establish by ordinance more 

stringent limitations and/or requirements on discharges to the 

wastewater disposal system if deemed necessary to comply with the 

objectives presented in Gection 1.1 of this ordinance.

Such notification 

shall not relieve the user of any expense, loss, damage or other 

liability which may be incurred as a result of damage to the POTW, 

fish kills or other damage to person or property; nor shall such 

notification relieve the user of any fines, civil penalties, or 

other liability which may be imposed by this article or other 

applicable law.

A notice shall be permanently posted on ?,he user’s 

bulletin board or other prominent place advising employees whom to 

call in the event of a dangerous discharge. Empl.oyers shall 

insure that all employees who may cause or suffer such a dangerous 

discharge to occur are advised of the emergency notification 

procedure. 

SECTION 3 - FXES 

3.1 PurPose 

It is the purpose of this chapter to provide for the 

recovery of costs from users of the City’s wastewater disposal 

system for the implementation of the program established herein. 

The applicable charges or fees shall be set forth in the Conway 

Corporation’s . schedule of charges and fees. 

3.2 M e s  and Fees 

The Conway Corporation may adopt charges and fees which 

may include: 

(a) fees for reimbursement of costs of setting up and 
operating the City’s Pretreatment Program; 

(b) fees for monitoring, inspections andl surveillance 
procedures; 

(c) fees for reviewing accidental dischaxge procedures 
and construction; 

(d) fees for Permit Application; 

(e) fees for filing appeals; 

(f) fees for consistent removal (by the POW) of 
pollutants otherwise subject to Federal pretreatment 
standards; 

(g) 
necessary to carry out the requirements contained herein. 

These fees relate solely to the matters covered by this 

other fees as the Conway Corporation may deem 

Ordinance and are separate from all other fees chargeable by the 

City and the Conway Corporation. 

SECTION 4 - ADMINISTRATION

It shall be unlawful to discharge without a city permit to 

any natural outlet within the City of Conway, or in any area under 

the jurisdiction of said City of Conway, and/or to the POTW any 

wastewater except as authorized by the Manager in accordance with 



the provisions of this ordinance.

All significant industrial users proposing to connect to 

or to contribute to the POW shall obtain a Wastewater Discharge 

Permit before connecting to or contributing to the POTW. All 

existing significant industrial users connected to or contributing 

to the POTW shall obtain a Wastewater Contribution Permit within 

180 days after the effective date of this ordinance.

4.2.2 Permit Application 

Users required to obtain a Wastewater Contribution Permit 

shall complete and file with the Conway Corporation, an applica- 

tion in the form prescribed by the Conway Corporation and accom- 

panied by a fee as determined by the Conway Corporation. Exist- 

ing usem shall apply for a Wastewater Contribution Permit within 

60 days after the effective date of this ordinance, and proposed 

new users shall apply at least 30 days prior to lbeing connected 

to or contributing to the POTW. In support of tlhe application, 

the user shall submit a completed industrial wastewater question- 

naire and any other information as required by the Manager. The 

Manager will evaluate the data furnished by the user and may re- 

quire additional information. After evaluation and acceptance of 

the data furnished, the Manager may issue a Wasttwater Contribu- 

tion Permit subject to terms and conditions provided herein. 

4.2.3 

Within 9 months of the promulgation of a National Categor- 

ical Pretreatment Standard, the Wastewater Contribution Permit of 

Users subject to such standards shall be revised to require com- 

pliance with such standard within the time frame prescribed by 

such standard. mere a User, subject to a National Categorical 

Pretreatment Standard, has not previously submit4,ed an application 

for a Wastewater Contribution Permit as required by 4.2.2, the 

User shall apply for a Wastewater Contribution Permit within 180 

days after the promulgation of the Applicable National Categorical 

Pretreatment Standard. In addition, the User witb an existing 

Wastewater Contribution Permit shall submit to the Manager within 
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180 days after the promulgation of an applicable Federal Categor- 

ical Pretreatment Standard the information required by the Conway 

Corporation.

SECTION 9 - CONFLICT 

All other ordinances, specifically Ordinance 83-36, and 

parts of other ordinances inconsistent or conflicting with any 

part of this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such 

inconsistency or conflict. 

SECTION 10 - EFlFIGCTIVE DATE 
10.1 This Ordinance is deemed necessary for the protection of the

provided by law.
